As current Chair of Bucklesham Parish Council, and on behalf of the Council I would like to 

welcome you to the village of Bucklesham. We believe you have made an excellent choice in 

deciding to live here. You will find that Bucklesham is a friendly and very active village, and if 

life changes necessitate a move away from Bucklesham it is usually with great regret, and 

many people continue to be ‘honorary’ residents!  

Bucklesham has a friendly community, and while there is no longer a shop or Post Office, 

there is still plenty to do. There is an excellent pub in the village, the Shannon; and the 

Village Hall is the venue for several clubs and activities. At the Playing Field there is a 

children’s play area, table tennis tables, football goals, bike jumps and outdoor gym 

equipment. The Playing Field is held in trust and managed by the Parish Council with the 

help of a group of volunteers called the FOPs (Friends of the Playing Field) who manage the 

field for the benefit of us all. There are many footpaths in Bucklesham, some leading to 

neighbouring villages, and many through beautiful farms and woodland. We are very lucky 

to have the fantastic asset of St Mary’s Church and the excellent Church community who 

work tirelessly for the village in so many ways.
